The GSSB had several questions about how the Standard will categorize different pollutants, and the

SD explained that this will become clearer following the scoping survey.

The GSSB also asked about the relevance of including critical incident management in a future Topic
Standard for Pollution. The SD explained that the project will examine pollution related issues from
critical incidents, such as a significant spill, following a recommendation from the GRI Sector
Standard for Oil and Gas. The GRI Topic Standard Project for Pollution will explore this further during

the scoping phase and then determine how best to integrate it into the Standard.
