Description The Global Sustainability Standards Board (GSSB) has initiated the GRI Sector
Program with the Agriculture and Fishing Sector Standard as the second pilot
project. In line with the GSSB’s Due Process Protocol, a multi-stakeholder
Project Working Group (PWG) will be formed to develop content for the
development of a Sector Standard for agriculture and fishing.

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Background

The Global Sustainability Standards Board (GSSB), GRI’'s independent standard setting body, has
established the GRI Sector Program to better support organizations within a sector in understanding
their impacts and the need to report on these. The GRI Standards Division has identified agriculture
and fishing as high-priority from a sustainable development perspective. The GSSB approved the
Agriculture and Fishing Sector Standard - Project Proposal on 10 December 2020.

In line with the GSSB’s Due Process Protocol, a multi-stakeholder Project Working Group
(hereafter ‘PWG’) will be formed to develop content for an Agriculture and Fishing Sector Standard.
The GRI Standards Division prepared the Terms of Reference for the Agriculture and Fishing Project
Working Group and the Application Form. The open call for applications started on 4 February
2020 and finished on 4 March 2020.

This document presents the proposed PWG composition for approval by the GSSB.

Overview of applications received

The GRI Standards Division (SD) received 189 full applications and an additional |3 applications
which were incomplete and therefore not processed. Item 03, presented separately, includes an
overview of all applications received and relevant background information for each. The applications
have been anonymized and personal information has been removed. Seven applicants did not provide
consent for their information to be shared, their details have been omitted from Item 03.

Table |. Overview of applicants for the Agriculture and Fishing PWG by constituency and region
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It has not been possible to finalize the nominations from the labor constituency. The Standards
Division is working with the labor constituency in line with the Due Process to identify possible
solutions to fill this gap.

Selection process and criteria

In line with the Due Process Protocol, the PWG membership should reflect a balance of multi-
stakeholder constituencies. As a2 minimum, the PWG shall have at least one person drawn from each
of the constituencies on which the membership of the GSSB is based: Business Enterprise (or
reporters more generally), Civil Society, Investment Institutions, Labor, and Mediating Institutions.
See page 6 of the Terms of Reference for the Agriculture and Fishing Project Working Group for a
description of each constituency group.

All applications were reviewed, and the Standards Division interviewed shortlisted candidates. In
selecting applicants, the Standards Division applied the criteria outlined on page 6 of the Terms of
Reference.

The principal criterion for selecting PWG members is the identification of the best profiles for the
job. Selection criteria also include relevant knowledge and experience in agriculture and fishing and
availability to perform the role. Geographical, gender and cultural diversity are also considered.

The following criteria have been considered:

relevant knowledge of sustainability reporting for the sector

familiarity with the needs of users of sustainability reports

related experience with multi-stakeholder initiatives

understanding of and willingness to work in a consensus-based, multi-stakeholder PWG
ability to participate in PWG meetings held in English and provide written English feedback
when requested

In addition, agriculture and fishing is a sector with a diverse set of commodities; a diverse expertise
of the PWG members in growing of crops, production of livestock and fishing has been considered
in the selection process and this has resulted in |8 nominations to the PWG.

Please note the proposed PWG composition does not include labor representatives. Two labor
representatives will be confirmed at a later date.

Proposed Project Working Group Composition

Table 2 presents the proposed PWG Composition for GSSB approval. Personal information has
been taken out. Item 03 includes additional background information for each of the proposed
candidates; the organizations are listed by constituency in alphabetical order.

The Standards Division has aimed to ensure that the proposed composition represented a balanced
set of perspectives and expertise in different content-related areas, including:

development of reporting guidelines and metrics for the agriculture and fishing sector;
research in agriculture and fishing reporting practices and stakeholders’ information needs;
knowledge of specific topics, e.g. indigenous rights, small-holder livelihoods;

different backgrounds in economic, environmental, and social fields; and

development of sector policy and legislation.

Because the development of the Sector Standard for the agriculture and fishing is a second pilot
project, the Standards Division considers additional engagement with experts prior to the public
exposure of value.

Given the sheer quantity and quality of applications received, the Standards Division proposes to
engage applicants with relevant expertise, who were not nominated to the PWG, throughout the
process. The Standards Division can call upon these experts to seek advice or feedback on specific
matters under consideration.

In addition, the Standards Division proposes to organize webinars and/or workshops during the
public comment period to engage specific constituencies and regions of the world not sufficiently
represented in the PWG, namely Latin America and Africa.

Next steps

Following GSSB approval, the Standards Division will confirm membership with selected candidates.

The Standards Divisions will continue to proactively seek involvement of the labor constituency and
will keep two labor nominations open.

The PWG will start their work in early May, with the exposure draft expected to be released for
public comment around Q4 2020 — Q| 2021. For more information, see page 7 of the Terms of
Reference for the Agriculture and Fishing Project Working Group.

Given the current restrictions for travel due to the COVID-19, the original plan for engaging with
the PWG needs to be revised. It will not be possible to hold the in-person meeting in June. The
Standards Division will put in place an alternative schedule of meetings for content development
with the PWG.
